· Julie Gray presented the write offs in the amount of $8,008.30

· Debbie is asking for approval to request additional funding from BPA for the MSO program for incentives for the new Hoodsport Store in the amount of $60,000

· Greg presented the March 2008 Electrical Financial Statements that reflect $1,773,996 in sales of electricity and a TIER of 4.61
· Greg will present an analysis of the tax separation from bills with a an analysis of borrowed funds from RUS for the next work plan
· The March 2008 Water Financial Statements reflect $245,089 in sales of water and a TIER of 3.40
· The District’s water consolidation plan scheduled for the year 2013 was discussed and it was noted that public hearings were held prior to the adoption of the plan
STAFF REPORTS
· Tracy will provide safety meeting minutes at the next meeting
· The safety consultant has been hired and will visit the PUD on Friday
· The contract has not been signed to date.  The six utilities involved are Mason PUD 1 and 3, Clallam, Pacific, Lewis, and Wahkiakum
· Tracy discussed work with at Purdy Creek to re-route cable, conversion of 3 phase overhead to underground on Manzanita, and Colony Surf and Alderbrook underground replacement projects.  These jobs have an impact on inventory levels
· Tracy reported on boring costs at Purdy Creek involving the PUD, Hood Canal Cablevision, and Quest 
· Tracy met with Star Lake, and Treasure Island Water Systems regarding services and acquisition 
· The Canal Mutual Water System Improvement project design is progressing and is estimated to go out for bid by the end of May with construction completed by November 1st
· Quarterly reports will be provided for water source meter data to determine water losses
· The board would like to see a presentation on AMR for water
· Rob and Greg reviewed the Pole Contact Statute.  The WPUDA committee will be working on common methodology for utilities regarding the statute
· Greg will send an e-mail to Jack regarding the discussion on the statute and he will forward it to Dave Warren for the Energy Committee’s agenda
· Greg discussed his review of the historical data on the proposed Hamma Hamma Hydro project 
· Steve and Rob attended the Annual Water Law Conference and reported on the recent issues affecting exempt wells
BOARD REPORTS/ COMMENTS

· Jack, Karl and Steve attended a workshop with representatives from SludgeHammer to discuss sewer technology
· Following the meeting Karl toured a system they had just installed at the Union Country Store
· Karl proposed a pilot project with the PUD at the Madrona System.  SludgeHammer expressed interest in such a project
· Karl made a request for authorization from the board to work with SludgeHammer and move forward with the project
· The board expressed interest in the pilot project proposal and authorized the manager to work with Karl to ensure that the project progresses forward
· Ron reported that the WRIA 16 has a Draft Implementation Plan available for review prior to final adoption of the Plan
· Ron will discuss conservation with Teresa regarding water conservation
· Karl discussed the graph on the bills and asked if we could show an average kWh per day.  Staff has been working on this issue and will report back to the board
· Karl noted that Steve has requested that continuity with board meeting schedules is necessary
