The Recommended 15 Year Long Range Plan prepared by staff and Erik Kysar, engineer for the District was reviewed and discussed
· The 15 year Long Range Plan includes the 2009-2012 Work Plan, estimated work for 2013-2018 and 2019-2022.

· Capital projects include New Tie lines, Conversions, and Line Changes, two new substations, and the purchase of land for two additional substations 
· Miscellaneous Distribution Equipment include new transformers, meters, replacement of submersible distribution transformers with pad mounted units, voltage regulators, reclosers, poles, etc.
· Street Lighting totaling $218,460 over the 15 year period to update with modern fixtures
· Transmission facilities including upgrading the transmission line voltages and replacing transmission poles
· Other items include updating the existing Mason PUD Emergency Restoration Plan, the existing System Sectionalizing Study, GIS mapping, power quality monitoring equipment, design and build or upgrade headquarters facility, and updating the SPCC plan.

The 15 year Long Range Plan capital projects is estimated at $26,451,501 with an average cost per year at $1,763,433
The Long Range Plan will be submitted to RUS for their review and approval prior to application for funding.
