BUSINESS AGENDA

· Regional Dialogue Agreement renewal requests are to be submitted to Bonneville Power in letter form notifying Transmission Services of the District’s intent to exercise reservation priority for our federal power purchase agreement.  
· Upon receipt of the renewal letter, Transmission will follow normal procedures for updating the Network Resources in the Exhibits of the NT Service Agreement.  This effort will also include some general updates to the NT Service Agreement Exhibits, including adding and verifying Meters, Points of Delivery, and some general format updates.

It was moved by Secretary Jack Janda, seconded and made unanimous by President Karl Denison to authorize the General Manager to sign the Network Integration Customer Network Resource Request. Motion Carries

· The District contracted with EES Consulting to develop a resource plan consistent with the Engrossed Substitute House Bill 1010 (HB1010) for Washington State utilities.  
· In 2008 the District filed a Resource Plan to meet the requirements of HB 1010.  An update to the original 2008 filing is required to be filed prior to September 1, 2010 and was presented for discussion 
· A water workshop is necessary to review the Alderbrook Water System’s Water System Plan.

· Jocelyne Gray, Director of Operations-Water will meet with Rick Verbarendse prior to the meeting
· The workshop is scheduled in conjunction with the next regular board meeting on September 14th.  
STAFF REPORTS
· The tidal flats project is progressing on schedule
· The completion is anticipated to be at the end of September
· The district has replaced another 700 ft. of underground at Alderbrook, and 600 ft. at Seamount. 
· An estimated 3 miles of underground will be replaced in the system by the end of the year
· Canal Mutual capacity analysis will provide for up to 66 connections
· Island Hide-A-Way’s looped system is completed
· Agate Beach Water System Plan is near completion
· Jocelyne will call the county on the hydrant issue at Lake Arrowhead
· Jocelyne will be discussing water issues with Blue Heron and has been in discussions with the Olympic Trails Water System
· The CIS system conversion is going as planned with billing completed
· Rural Utility Services notified the district that another form is needed to complete the loan process which will delay the availability of funds for approximately 4 weeks
· The board was in agreement with Greg Kester, Director of Finance’s recommendation to solicit short term financing in the interim if needed 
· Greg will find out the status of on line billing with the new software

· General Manager, Steve Taylor reflected on changes the District has made in the last 75 years and anticipated changes in the future
· Tree trimming is to be completed in the next few weeks
· The December board meetings will be held on the 7th and the 21st.
