· The total cost of the Electric Capital Budget is estimated to be $1,943,767 and the General Plant Budget is estimated to be $202,822

· The 2009 Water budget reflects Revenues at $1,106,000; Expenditures from Operations at $618,700; Net Operating Margins at $209,053 resulting in a TIER of 2.03

· The Water Ending Cash Balance is estimated at $1,096,553

· The total cost of the Water Capital Improvement Budget is estimated to be $1,269,627 and the General Plant is estimated to be $19,500

STAFF REPORTS
· The crews worked between 30-36 hours mostly up north to restore power due to the snow storm.   PUD 3 crews were called in to assist 
· The restoration of power went well
· The outage was posted on KIRO
· KMAS will be notified in the future
· The new answering software was bumped off during the first part of the outage
· Shiane was commended for her work with Hood Canal Communications to remedy the problem
· The circuitry in the radio room will be investigated for improvements
· A new CIS system will assist personnel during outages
· Ron reported customers that were concerned about the loss of power due to the lack of tree trimming in the valley area
· The board and management commended the crew and office personnel for their hard work during the outages
· There is a tree trimming bill to be introduced during the 2009 legislature to assist utilities with trimming trees that are a danger to power lines
· November revenues increased to approximately $530,000 and December Revenues are expected to increase as well 
MANAGER’S REPORT
· Proposed 2009 wage increases will be presented to the board for discussion at the first meeting in January
· Information will be sent to the board with the board packet prior to the meeting
LEGAL COUNCIL
· The 9th Circuit has ruled that the previous DSI Contracts were illegal
· The new DSI Contracts mirror the previous ones

· The WPAG Energy Committee will push for all new hydro to be recognized as a renewable
· The WPAG Legislative Committee conference call was devoted to I-937 and Hydro as well
